GENERAL SUMMARY/ OVERVIEW STATEMENT:  Summarize the nature and level of work performed.

The scientific efforts of the laboratory are geared toward studies of Alzheimer’s disease. A post-doctoral fellow with extensive stem cell research experience is being recruited to start an exciting project investigating the role of MGE-derived interneurons on progression of Alzheimer’s disease using mouse models. The laboratory implements state-of-the-art technology, such as in vivo imaging with multiphoton microscopy, wide-field imaging of voltage-sensitive dyes and optogenetics.
